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Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act Programs (JJDPA)
Background:  

According to the most recent FBI report, most juvenile crime involved property offenses such as vandalism, arson, burglary, car theft and larceny, or non-violent crime such as disorderly conduct, drug or liquor law offenses. Approximately 4 percent of juvenile arrests are for violent crimes.
Rates of juvenile crime are on the decline. While there have been upticks in some jurisdictions, nationwide violent crime arrests of young people remain at historically low levels, down 32 percent since 1994, in part due to the availability of prevention and early intervention supports targeted to youth with multiple risk factors for engagement in criminal or delinquent activity.  

Research shows that there are identifiable risk factors linked to problem behaviors as well as protective factors that enhance positive behaviors.  Prevention efforts that reduce risk factors or enhance protective factors maximize the chances of reducing juvenile delinquency and related problems and enable young people to transition successfully into adulthood.

Programs and Administration:
The Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act (JJDPA) is the primary federal law guiding and authorizing funding for state and local juvenile justice systems.  In addition to establishing prevention and early intervention programs, the JJDPA also provides opportunities for states and local units of government to address juvenile crime and delinquency through prevention, alternatives to incarceration, treatment and systems reform.  JJDPA programs include: 
· Formula Grants (Title II) provide funds directly to states to help them implement comprehensive state juvenile justice plans based on detailed studies of needs, as well as to achieve compliance with the core requirements of the JJDPA.
· Community Prevention Grants (Title V) program funds collaborative, community-based delinquency prevention efforts to reach youth in high-risk situations before they make poor choices.  The program provides local jurisdictions with the resources needed to implement a comprehensive delinquency prevention strategy that is best suited to that community.

· Delinquency Prevention Block Grant (DPBG) program supports a diverse set of activities designed to prevent and reduce juvenile crime including projects that provide treatment to juvenile offenders and juveniles who are at risk of becoming juvenile offenders. 

· Juvenile Accountability Block Grant (JABG) program provides states and units of local government with funds to promote greater accountability in the juvenile justice system.

· Office fo Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) and its Administrator are charged with ensuring the effective administration of the aforementioned programs.

Authorization Level: Such sums as necessary
Current Status:
The President’s FY 2011 Budget Request preserves key juvenile justice programs and adds some juvenile justice focus areas in other programs under the Office of Justice Programs (OJP) within the U.S. Department of Justice.  Breaking with past proposals, the President calls for the elimination of all set-asides/earmarks on the JJDPA Title V program, proposing that a full $62 million be made available to the states for Title V purposes, restoring critical funding for local and state delinquency prevention efforts.
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The President’s budget proposal, however, reduces the Title II allocation from $75 million to $72 million and dramatically cuts the JABG allocation from $55 million to $40 million.  Also, for the second year in a row there is no discernible funding for OJJDP significantly identified and/or differentiated from OJP for the purposes of administering grants funds, providing oversight and demonstrating national leadership to identify and expand best practices and policies.
