The Office of Safe and Drug-Free Schools (OSDFS) provides funding for programs that seek to help schools provide an environment that students need to succeed in school – including programs that focus on drug and alcohol use and violence prevention, physical fitness and nutrition, and student health.

FY2011 Budget Request



The President requested $410 million the Successful, Safe and Healthy Students program.  This would include:

· $140 million for state and local grant awards for the new school climate initiative

· $180.5 million for continuation awards for programs slated for consolidation (including SDFSC National Programs, Alcohol Abuse Reduction, School Counseling and Physical Education)

· $85 million for National Activities (including Safe Schools/Healthy Student, Project SERV and Healthy College Campuses)

National Collaboration for Youth Funding Request: 

In order to ensure that local school districts are able to provide a positive learning environment for all students, no less than $447.7 million must be provided to OSDFS.  This would provide:

· $140 million for state and local grants for the new school climate initiative (same amount requested in the FY11 budget)

· $85 million for National Activities (same amount requested in the FY11 budget)

· $32.7 million for Alcohol Abuse Reduction (same as FY10 level)

· $55 million or School Counseling (same as FY10 level)

· $100 million for Physical Education 

· $35 million for Civic Education (same as FY10 level)
